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In 2026, with the approval of the Ministry of Education of China, our university continues to be a host institution for international students applying for the Chinese Government Scholarship “Silk Road” Program. We undertake the task of training scholarship students in Electrical Engineering. Students may choose majors from the postgraduate program catalog offered by the School of Electrical and Electronic Engineering at our university.
Founded in 1950, the School of Electrical and Electronic Engineering of Harbin University of Science and Technology has a high‑level faculty led by academicians and national‑level talents. It currently hosts one national key discipline and five key laboratories and engineering centers supported by the Ministry of Science and Technology, Ministry of Education, National Development and Reform Commission, and other national ministries.
The school continuously focuses on international academic frontiers and major national needs, giving full play to its strengths in basic research, technology integration, and industry‑university‑research cooperation in modern electrical equipment manufacturing, intelligent operation, and new energy technology. It has become a first‑class teaching and research base integrating scientific research, talent development, achievement transformation, and social service.
The discipline began enrolling postgraduate students in 1978, was approved as one of the first master’s degree authorization units in 1981, obtained doctoral degree authorization in 1998, established a postdoctoral research station in 2000, earned first‑level doctoral degree authorization in 2003, was designated a national key discipline in 2007, was selected as a distinctive superior discipline in Heilongjiang Province and approved for construction as a domestic first‑class discipline in 2017, and entered the top 1% of ESI global rankings in Engineering in 2018.
Electrical Engineering covers five complete second‑level disciplines: Electrical Machines and Appliances, Power System and Its Automation, High Voltage and Insulation Technology, Power Electronics and Electric Drives, and Theory and New Technology of Electrical Engineering. Among them, High Voltage and Insulation Technology is a national key discipline.
